CURRICULUM

In order to raise self-esteem, we place great emphasis on accreditation. All pupils follow Numeracy and Literacy courses and the majority follow at least Maths and English at GCSE level. 
Curriculum based assessment also identifies levels of achievement and preferred learning styles. This form of assessment identifies student performance within the curriculum content for the purpose of determining each pupil’s suitability to different aspects of the curriculum.

The curriculum will include, Functional Skills in Maths English and ICT and other vocational or short course certification. The ELA places great emphasis on vocational and work based learning and utilises programmes and accreditation that seeks to magnify young people’s employability skills.

The programmes may include both group and individual learning in accordance with the needs of the student.

We have high expectations of all our students and offer a curriculum which aims to: 

· Provide a wide and challenging programme

· Provide students with the opportunity to access nationally recognised    accreditation.

· Raise students’ self awareness and self esteem

· Acknowledge all students’ achievements

· Promote students’ confidence and a more positive attitude towards learning

· Encourage students to work collaboratively with others

· Enable students to accept greater personal responsibility for their own actions

· Promote health and fitness in line with the present Government initiative.
· Promote a positive relationship between the pupils and the curriculum

ORGANISATION & PLANNING

· The curriculum is taught through discrete subjects and linked topic areas where relevant.

· Schemes of work set out the long term plan of what is to be taught over the year.

· More detailed individual learning plans set out learning objective, teaching strategies, resources, assessments and success criteria for topics covered.

· Short term plans are those written on a weekly or daily basis.

Wherever appropriate teachers look for ways to make cross curricular links in their planning.

· External examinations are taken every year for all pupils to facilitate positive routes of progression when leaving the school.

· The aims at delivering a wide range of vocational and developmental programmes that assist the development of a more questioning approach, a deeper level of understanding, and the pursuit of pupil interest to explore topics and ideas which may not be on the formal examination specifications.

 The needs of all pupils both in and out of the classroom, are monitored and   accommodated throughout their time at the school
CURRICULUM DELIVERY

Educational research suggests that a method of working with disaffected students, which is relevant and appropriate to their individual stage of development, is more likely to achieve their engagement in the curriculum and enhance the level of progress achieved. The curriculum we offer is designed to enable students to develop a sense of personal responsibility towards learning in collaboration with their tutors. It is recognised that students learn at different rates and are influenced in their learning by the different methods of teaching and learning experiences provided. Progress is monitored carefully and targets are designed to challenge and provide opportunity for progression. 

THE CURRICULUM & INCLUSION

The Enterprise Learning Alliance aims to recognise the uniqueness of every individual and the contribution that each pupil brings to the school community. The curriculum is designed to be accessed by, and provide opportunity for all pupils. If a pupil is identified as having special educational needs the school aims to address their needs.
